  CAPE COD TO PLYMOUTH, MA 

Capture a Cape Cod memory.  A local guide joins us for a drive along 
historic Route 6A, The Old King’s Highway.   See the quiet side of the Cape 
that a lot of visitors miss.

Enjoy some free time 
in one of the Cape’s oldest town’s– Sandwich.  Opt to explore the shops;

boardwalk across the Salt Marsh, or visit the historic Daniel Webster Inn.  

Travel on to America’s Hometown, Plymouth, MA.  A food historian hosts our 
Taste of Two Cultures dinner at historic Plimoth Plantation.  Enjoy fun facts 
and stories about food, traditions and manners of both Pilgrims and          Wam-
panoag Indians.

This evening opt to explore more on the waterfront in Plymouth. or our 
hotel is on the beach.  Take time to enjoy a walk along the sand, collect some shells 
and listen to the surf.
